Since last fall, backhoes and
steamrollers have rtrudged
around the building in the
fenced construction
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and inside, the school staff

has prepared and sent home
dL‘[:li'E‘{l information  to
families tfxpiuining the site
prep and foundation work
as 1t goes on, kt:cping the
excited school community
well-informed. Heads really
turned when the towering
elevator shaft went up early
this winter. A square, cement
block structure with gaping
holes where the doors would
open in the new, two-story
building, the grey, “blocky”
presence of the elevator shaft
was the first element of the
construction that resembled
a real strucrure, and it was
striking against the bright
blue January sky. With
